and Guidelines

This code is put into place for the safety of the SMC skaters and coaches.

GENERAL

Skaters must not go on the ice until the Zamboni has left the ice and the Zamboni gate has closed. Skate guards are worn when
the skater is off the ice.

Do not ask the advice of a coach about your skating problem during another skater’s lesson. Skaters shall use appropriate
language at all times.

Swearing or the use of abusive language is not acceptable.

Use of inappropriate language will result in the skater being asked to leave the ice.

CONDUCT

Skaters must be aware of all other skaters on the ice and maintain a safe distance from them. Pushing, tripping, horseplay or
intentional interference of other skaters is absolutely forbidden. Skaters will be asked to leave the ice.

Skaters must ask permission from a coach or club official prior to leaving the ice for any reason. Skaters are expected to stay on
the ice for the duration of a session, including group programming. The coach has the right to refuse re-entry of a skater who has
left the ice without permission.

Gum, candy, or food is not permitted on the ice.

Water in a non-breakable container is allowed however minimal on-ice hydration is needed if skaters hydrate appropriately
30-60 minutes prior to skating.

There will be no loitering along the boards or sitting in the player's box. Excessive loitering or talking on the ice (including the
music box), will result in one verbal warning and then the skater will be asked to leave the ice for a second infraction.

Skaters must get up quickly after falling.

No use of ear buds while skating.

No use of Smart/Cell Phones in Dressing rooms or On Ice for video/pictures.

No touching or moving of others personal property without approval in dressing rooms.

Skaters are expected to be on time for all on-ice and to train throughout the entire session. In order for skaters to reach their full
potential, it is expected that they attend all on-ice sessions for their level on each day they skate.

Parents are not permitted to enter the rink area during a skating session unless assisting with skate tying or at the request of a
coach.

Please do not interrupt coaches while they are coaching.

Parents may not talk to the skaters on the ice. Interrupting focus during a moving session is considered hazardous and
disruptive. It is unacceptable to coach your child or anyone else’s child during any session.

Skate Canada Parent
Code of Conduct

Skate Canada is committed to ensuring that all skaters have the opportunity to participate in a safe and welcoming environment
that is encouraging and promotes their overall development. Parents have an enormous influence on skaters’ experiences in the
sport. The quality of a skater’s experience is determined by their relationships with parents and the manner in which parents
conduct themselves in the Skate Canada environment.

In this code “parents” shall refer to “parents and guardians”. This code applies to all parents who are members of Skate Canada or
have children who are members of Skate Canada. Parents shall abide by this code at all times while participating in any Skate
Canada club or school, competition, or activity.

All parents are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible manner consistent with the values of fair play, integrity, open
communication and mutual respect

Parents shall always model positive responsible behaviour and communicate with their son/daughter that they expect them to do
the same. Parents will assume the major responsibility for their son/daughter’s on ice conduct and attitude.Parents shall at all
times treat all individuals and property with dignity, courtesy and respect, including but not limited to skaters, coaches, officials,
volunteers, other parents, and all other individuals that are part of the club, skating school, Section or Skate Canada.

Parents shall refrain from any behaviour or comments which are profane, insulting, harassing, sexist, racist, abusive, disrespectful
or otherwise offensive without hostility or violence.

Parents shall emphasize the importance of values like sportsmanship, respect, cooperation, competition and teamwork to their
son/daughter offering praise for competing fairly, participation and skill development.

Parents shall model and encourage their son/daughter to maintain a healthy balance between skating and life. (e.g., school, other
activities, social life, etc.)

Parents shall model and encourage balanced, healthy food choices and subscribing to an active and healthy lifestyle. Parents shall
set high, but reasonable expectations for their son/daughter’s participation in skating focusing on development and enjoyment for
the child.

Parents shall instill confidence in their son/daughter’s ability and skill development, always avoiding comparisons with other
skaters.

Parents shall celebrate the acquisition of skills and goals achieved by their son/daughter.

Parents, along with the professional coach and the athlete, shall be considered members of a team whose main concern is the
child’s overall progress and development. Parents shall respect that the professional coach is responsible and empowered for the
on-ice and off-ice development of the athlete. A parent’s role shall be to take a healthy interest in their child’s progress and
development and be responsible for the child’s nutrition, rest, adherence to off-ice training regimen set by the coach or other
fitness professional, overall health, life-balance, and moral and emotional support.

Parents shall ensure their son/daughter wears proper skating clothing and equipment.

Parents shall never provide alcohol or drugs to minors in a Skate Canada environment.

Parents shall never provide or advocate the use of performance enhancing drugs or substances.

Parents shall avoid any conduct, which brings their club, skating school, Section or Skate Canada, into disrepute, including but
not limited to abusive use of alcohol, non-medical use of drugs and gambling.

Parents shall openly support and uphold this code of conduct policy and take action and steps to ensure other parents follow and
uphold this code of conduct policy.

What is the Skate
Canada Fee?

This is an annual fee that goes straight to Skate Canada Head Office and is used for insurance & safe sport and to register each
skater. The insurance expires every August 31 and must be renewed each skating season.
This fee is non-refundable.

Assessment Fees?

Skaters can take SC tests from Star 1 to Star 5 in Dance, FreeSkate, Skills and Artistic. These tests are judge by a SC credential
coach and submitted into Skate Canada. Each test whether pass or retry needs to be paid to the club. Cost for each
individual test is $15.00 plus the Coaches cost which is paid separately. Star 6-Gold test will be judge by an official SC judge.
These test cost vary in price and will be paid to the hosting club by the parent.

Can I go on the ice
with my child?

No, Parents / Guardians cannot go on the ice with their child.
Skate Canada does not permit anyone to step onto the ice without proper insurance and registration. Rest assured, the coaches
are NCCP certified and trained to assist the skaters on the ice
